The issues may not be
limited to marketing, finance, accounting, operations or human resources.

Your team will take the perspective of a team of consultants retained by the client. Your team will
be expected to:

e Advise with respect to the strategic direction of the firm.

e Apply suitable case analysis methodology.

e Provide a thorough and insightful analysis of the company’s current situation.

¢ Recommend any strategic changes that your analysis suggests are needed.

¢ Provide an action plan outlining a timetable and necessary resources for the changes to be
made.

e Present a professional, polished plan to the clients and be prepared to support your
recommendations.
