PSYCH 105A, Individual and Social Behaviour  
 
3 credits, 3 hours lecture 
 
Psychology 105 builds on the content of Psychology 104 through the exploration of four aspects of human 
psychology including Intelligence, Developmental Processes, Social Psychological Processes, and Clinical 
Processes. This course examines the nature of intelligence, cognitive and social development throughout 
the life span, explores the social psychological aspects of a person with specific reference to the self, 
interpersonal, and group dynamics, and motivation and emotion. In addition, clinical areas of psychology 
relating to personality, abnormal behaviour, psychotherapy, and health psychology are examined. In 
Psychology 105, students continue to develop their understanding of scientific methodology through 
experimental research laboratories.

Students, in groups of 2, will be responsible for researching a topic and writing a scholarly review of the 
topic. Details will be discussed in class.

The one day 'grace' 
period ends at 3:00 pm the day after the due date of the paper (regardless of whether you are in a day or 
evening class), and you will lose 10%.
