Program of Study: Environmental Technology Co-Op Diploma Winter Intake

courses listed for each term (also known as Full Load).

Graduation: Students with a passing grade in each course, who successfully complete the program
of study and obtain an overall Grade Point Average of 1.7 or better shall be issued a diploma. Grades
of D may impact your eligibility to graduate.
